Limited seating will be available. No outside food or drink will be allowed

ELIGIBILI TY & This competition is open to all skaters who are current eligible (ER 1.00) members of either the Basic
Skills Program and/or are full members of US Figure Skating. To be eligible, skaters must have submitted a membership
application or be a member in good standing. Skaters who are USFS members enrolled in a Basic Skills Program are
eligible to compete. Eligibility will be based on skill level as of the closing date of entries. All Snowplow Sam and Basic
Skills skaters through Basic 8 must skate at the highest level passed and NO official US Figure Skating tests may have
been passed including Moves in the Field or individual dances. Skaters in other events may skate at highest level passes
OR one level higher BUT not both levels in the same event during the same competition and may have passed Pre-
Preliminary Moves in the Field. Skaters may be enrolled in an ISI Learn to Skate Program, but must be USFS members
in order to compete.

Skaters must compete at the highest level passed as of the designated close of entries date.

Skaters who have passed any complete USFS tests no longer qualify to compete in the badge levels (i.e. Snowplow Sam,
Basic Skills, and Free Skate).

Please note: if a skater competesatanon-qual i fying competonni o Testo nBatgegqory,
must compete at the equivalent or higher level in Basic Skills approved competition. Eligibility will be based on the skill
level as of May 31, 2008

Skaters will be broken into groups by birth date. Males and females may, or may not, be placed in
the same group.

RULES

The 2008 Bladez Skating Academy Summer Invitational is open to all skaters in good standing with US Figure Skating
and will be governed by the rules as specified in the 2007/2008 US Figure Skating Rule Book, except otherwise stated.
Skaters will be divided into groups of 6 skaters or less in all divisions, according to birth date. All events are separate, and
there will be no final rounds. Males and females may, or may not, be placed in the same group. The organizers reserve
the right to limit the number of entries due to time constraints

ENTRIES AND FEES 0 All entries must be postmarked by May. 31, 2008 The entry fee is 85 for the
first event and $15 for additional events. Late entries will be acceptedif space permitswith a $10 late
penalty per skater, per event. Please note that there will be no refunds after the closing date unless
Bladez Skating Academy cancels the competition, or a particular event. Entry forms must be filled
out completely with the proper fees enclosed. Checks should be made payable to Bladez on Ice.
There will be a $35 fee for returned checks.



AWARDS 0 All competitors will receive an award. All events are final rounds. Awards will be given
to first, second, third, and fourth placements. All awards will be given during the competition at the
times stated on the final competition schedule.

SCHEDULE OF EVENTS 4 Information regarding groups and skating times will be e -mailed to each
competitor and coach, and also posted on www.bladezonice.com approximately 2 weeks prior to the
competition.

JUDGING - Performances will be judged on required elements, technical skating skills, and
presentation. A panel of at least three judges will judge events. Judges may be: 1) Official US Figure
Skating or Skate Canada Judges, 2) Qualified eligible or ineligible person in skating who is a US
Figure Skating member and /or Basic Skills member. The referee will handle any disputes that m ay
occur.

PRACTICE ICE 08 Please enclose an additional $0if you would like to pre -pay for a space on one of
the morning practice ice sessions. Practice ice sessions will be held prior to the start of the
competition, and skaters may pre-register only for one slot per event. A maximum of 16 skaters will
be allowed on the ice during any one session. Practice ice will be reserved on a first come first serve
basis. If spots are available, skaters may walkon the morning of the competition for $1 2. Practice ice
assignments will be sent out with the tentative schedule.

MUSIC & The music for all free skating and/or showcase programs must be provided on a CD (no
cassette tapes)yy the skater. There should be no more than one event per CD. The CD should be
clearly marked with the name of the skater and event entered. Competition music is to be turned in
at the time of registration. Time duration is always +/ - 10 seconds.

Individual video taping w
be permitted in designated areas only. There will be NO flash photography permitted in Bladez during the cor
